Atop a mountain in the Mojave Desert a Cross stands as a memorial to soldiers 
who lost their lives during WWI.  It serves as a symbol depicting the ultimate 
sacrifice of those who freely gave their lives so that we may enjoy the freedoms 
on which the United States was founded.

A court case is now underway to decide if this lone object actually is a concern 
for separation of church and state.  Until the case is settled, a wooden box 
covers t he cross so that those driving by ‘will not be offended’.  The case was 
heard by the Supreme Court in September this year (2009) and it will be six 
months before a ruling will be issued.
